Adapting a Recipe

To know that it is important to use oven 

gloves when removing hot food from an   

oven. 

To know the following cooking techniques: 

sieving, creaming, rubbing method, cooling. 

To understand the importance of budgeting 

while planning ingredients for biscuits. 

To be able to follow a baking recipe. 

To know how to cook safely, following basic 

hygiene rules. 

To be able to adapt a recipe. 

To be able to evaluate a recipe,               

considering: taste, smell, texture and          

appearance.
