Seasonal Change

In the UK, the day length is longest at mid-
summer (about 16 hours) and gets shorter
each day until mid-winter (about 8 hours)
before gefting longer again. The weather
also changes with the seasons. In the UK, it is
usually colder and rainier in winter, and hot-
ter and dryer in the summer. The change in
weather causes many other changes. Some
examples are: numbers of minibeasts found
outside; seed and plant growth; leaves on
trees; and type of clothes worn by people.
